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Ecclesia de Eucharistia
Pope John Paul’s Encyclical on the Eucharist

Every faithful Catholic must welcome this Encyclical, which in its first section has the beautiful and timely reminder that “the Church draws her life from the Eucharist”  because “the most holy Eucharist contains the Church’s entire spiritual wealth: Christ himself, our Passover and living Bread… Consequently the gaze of the Church is constantly turned to her Lord,  present in the Sacrament of the Altar, in which she discovers the full manifestation of his boundless Love.” 

It is impossible to do justice to such an important document in a brief report like this so I hope everyone will read it in full.  Here I will just highlight  some of the abuses it mentions  which occur in this country and which we must make sure are now corrected by those in authority.

For example, in Section 10 the Holy Father warns us that “In some places the practice of Eucharistic adoration has been almost completely abandoned. In various parts of the Church abuses have occurred, leading to confusion with regard to sound Faith and Catholic Doctrine concerning this wonderful Sacrament.  At times one encounters an extremely reductive understanding of the Eucharistic Mystery. Stripped of its sacrificial meaning it is celebrated as if it were merely a fraternal banquet….This has led to ecumenical initiatives which, albeit well-intentioned, indulge in Eucharistic practices contrary to the discipline by which the Church expresses her faith.  How can we not express extreme grief at all this?  The Eucharist is too great a gift to tolerate ambiguity and deprecation”.  The Pope goes on to say he hopes this Encyclical “will effectively help to banish the dark clouds of unacceptable doctrine and practice, so that the Eucharist will continue to shine forth in all its radiant mystery.”  We must make  sure it does.

In Section 11 the Pope emphasises  that the Mass is “ the Sacrifice of the Cross perpetuated down the ages,” and later explains that “this sacrifice is so decisive for the salvation of the human race that Jesus Christ offered it and returned to the Father only after he had left us a means of sharing in it”. And yet again in Section 12, quoting The Catechism of the Catholic Church,  he reminds us “the sacrifice of Christ and the sacrifice of the Eucharist are one single sacrifice.”
After more elaboration on this, we come to Section 15 where the Pope discusses the Real Presence  - “the substantial presence whereby Christ the God-Man is wholly and entirely present” and reminds us of “the perennially valid teaching of the Council of Trent” on Transubstantiation.   So in Section 16 we see that “through Communion we receive the very One who offered Himself for us”.  This teaching leads us to Section 18 where we are shown how “in the Eucharist we also receive the pledge of our bodily resurrection at the end of the world.”

There follows a beautiful exposition of the Graces received in Holy Communion until in Section 25 the Holy Father turns to “the worship of the Eucharist outside of the Mass” which he describes as of “inestimable value for the life of the Church”.He quotes  St Alphonsus Liguori  saying, “ Of all devotions, that of adoring Jesus in the Blessed Sacrament is the greatest after the sacraments, the one dearest to God and the one most helpful to us.” 

Section 28 deals with the apostolicity of the Eucharist which is why “the Roman Missal prescribes that only the priest should recite the Eucharistic Prayer, while the people participate in faith and in silence.”  In Section 29 it is explained that though the second Vatican Council emphasised this, “it was already firmly rooted in papal teaching” that the priest is “persona Christi… in specific sacramental identification with the eternal High Priest.”  This unique position of the priest “makes clear that the Eucharist which they celebrate is a gift which radically transcends the power of the assembly…”

This brings us, in Section 30, to the position of  “ecclesial communities which arose in the West from the 16th century onwards and are separated from the Catholic Church …and have not preserved the genuine and total reality of the Eucharistic Mystery….The Catholic faithful, therefore, while respecting the religious convictions of these separated brethren,  must refrain from receiving the communion distributed in their celebrations, so as not to condone an ambiguity about the nature of the Eucharist and, consequently to fail in their duty to bear clear witness to the Truth.  This would result in slowing the progress made towards full visible unity.  Similarly it is unthinkable to substitute for Sunday Mass ecumenical celebrations of the word or services of common prayer with Christians from the aforementioned ecclesial communities or even participation in their own liturgical services.”   (emphasis here mine)

Section 32 explains that parishes “require the presence of a presbyter who alone is qualified to offer the Eucharist in persona Chrisi”.    If a community lacks a priest, any other solution must be seen as “merely temporary”  and “a genuine hunger for the Eucharist” must be kept alive in the community “so that no opportunity for the celebration of Mass will ever be missed.”

In Section 36 we are reminded that “nor is Faith sufficient, we must persevere in Sanctifying Grace and Love, remaining in the Church ‘bodily’ as well as ‘in our hearts.’”   So it follows that “anyone conscious of grave sin must receive the Sacrament of Reconciliation before coming to Communion.”  Again the Holy Father “reaffirms that in the Church there remains in force, now and in the future, the rule by which the Council of Trent gave concrete expression to Apostle Paul’s stern warning when it affirmed that, in order to receive the Eucharist in a worthy manner, “one must first confess one’s sins when one is aware of mortal sin.”

Likewise, as Section 38 tells us, “the Eucharist requires that the bonds of communion in the Sacraments, particularly Baptism and Priestly Orders, be real.  It is not possible to give Communion to a person who is not baptised or to one who rejects the full truth of the Faith  regarding the Eucharistic mystery. Christ is the Truth and He bears witness to the Truth; the Sacrament of His Body and Blood does not permit duplicity.”

In Section 41 the Pope explains the importance of Sunday Mass which he has already dwelt on in Dies Domini.  He reaffirms that “the faithful have the obligation to attend Mass unless they are seriously impeded and that pastors have the corresponding duty to see that it is practical and possible for all to fulfil this precept.”  Fortunately in this country there should be no problems with this.

The Holy Father goes on to discuss Church unity and the Eucharist, emphasising that as this “absolutely requires full communion in the bonds of the profession of Faith, the Sacraments and ecclesiastical governance, it is not possible to celebrate together  the same Eucharistic Liturgy until those bonds are fully re-established.  Any such celebration would not be a valid means and might well prove instead to be an obstacle to the attainment of full communion, by weakening the sense of how far we remain from this goal and by introducing or exacerbating ambiguities with regard to one or another Truth of the Faith.  The path towards full unity can only be undertaken in Truth.”

Section 45 concedes  that “under special circumstances” the Eucharist can be administered to an individual not in full communion with the Catholic Church where the intention is “to meet a grave spiritual need for the eternal salvation of an individual believer, not to bring about an intercommunion which remains impossible ….”      

Section 47 begins a chapter dedicated to the dignity due to the Eucharistic celebration by reminding us of  “Jesus’ charge to the Apostles to prepare carefully the large upper room needed for the Passover meal.”  In Section 48 we read how “ the Church has feared no extravagance devoting the best of  her resources to expressing her wonder and adoration before the unsurpassable gift of the Eucharist.”  We go on to see how this has been expressed in architecture, sculpture, painting and music, all “outward forms meant to evoke and emphasise the grandeur of the event being celebrated.”  In Section 51 there is a warning that this “treasure is too important and precious to risk impoverishment or compromise through forms of experimentation, or practices introduced without a careful review on the part of the competent ecclesiatical authorities.”  Therefore, as we are told in Section 52,” It must be lamented that ….there have been a number of  abuses which have been a source of suffering for many “ which have led some “to introduce unauthorised innovations which are often completely inappropriate.”  It is in order to ensure there is “renewed awareness and appreciation of liturgical norms” that the Holy Father has asked “the competent offices of the Roman Curia to prepare another more specific document, including prescriptions of a juridical nature on this very important subject.  No one is permitted to undervalue the mystery entrusted to our hands: it is too great for anyone to feel free to treat it lightly and with disregard for its sacredness and its universality.”

In Section 53, the final chapter of this important Encyclical points to Our Blessed Lady as  our guide “towards this most holy Sacrament because she herself has a profound 

relationship with it.”  Later in Section 54 the Pope tells us “there can be no-one like Mary to act as our support and guide “ in helping us acquire the proper disposition of abandonment to the word of God.  .”

Section 60 exhorts us to renewed enthusiasm which is “not a matter of inventing a new programme” but the same tradition as ever and Section 61 explains that it is “By giving the Eucharist the prominence it deserves and by being careful not to diminish any of its dimensions or demands, we show that we are truly conscious of the greatness of this gift.”  We are reminded to “hand on to future generations of Christians, without loss, (the Church’s) faith and teaching with regard to the mystery of the Eucharist” and, in Section 62 advised to take our place “at the school of the saints”, above all listen to Mary and to make our own the words of St Thomas Aquinas, “an eminent theologian and impassioned poet of Christ in the Eucharist, ” whose beautiful words end this Encyclical.  

As you will have seen  this encyclical specifically corrects abuses which are, sadly, all too common in this country.  However, these abuses will not be put right if this encyclical is allowed to sink without trace as so many documents from Rome already have in this country.  We laity must make the Pope’s words our own so that armed with his authority we can each ensure that this encyclical is fully implemented in our own parish, deanery and diocese.

WHY IS BRITAIN DYING?
The text below has been abstracted from a video presentation entitled Can The UK Survive Without The True Faith – Lessons From the Real World, given by Andrew Pollard to Pro Fide Forum in January. The 50 minute video is available, details at the end of this article.
Andrew Pollard shows that the real fact is that Britain is dying rather more quickly than most of us imagine. The first reason is that in extremely large areas of England, Scotland, and Wales, with the exception of Northern Ireland, deaths outnumber.births. 
Consequently, there are now widespread labour shortages. Newspaper headlines constantly report ‘Crisis Looming’, Teacher Shortage’, ‘Emergency Talks’, and ‘Shortage Alert’. The NHS are now importing nurses from Spain, China, the Phillipines, half of our new nurses are now from abroad. The Guardian reported that the only way to remedy the shortages of teachers, social-workers, doctors, and nurses was to recruit abroad. 
Jack Straw in 2000 was thinking of recruiting police officers.from.the.continent.
This big fall in births, from 1 million in 1964, down to 650,000 in 1977, after that a rise, and now a further decline with 2003 promising to be the lowest ever. Why? Abortions? Yes, but even more contributory, - contraception. We can say that three population bombs have occurred, the first being one third fewer babies are being born. 
Secondly. 19 years later, a big fall in new workers entering the workforce, contributing to the widespread labour shortages. At the same time more retiring workers are leaving the workforce, with fewer taxpayers to support the growing numbers of elderly in the population, whose numbers are increasing. This means an increase in taxes to maintain the level of healthcare, or levels of healthcare will have to be reduced. Who will pay the taxes for pensions of those who contracepted? Some say the pension age may rise to 75.
The third bomb is the year 2006 when the numbers of potential mothers will be at their lowest. A delayed bomb, you might say, because the most common age for mothers to give birth is 29. If births were at their lowest in 1977, then the number of potential mothers will be at their lowest in.2006.
Britain is suffering from the Iron Law of Population. It states that any country where the mass of the people practise effective contraception will die. This law, like gravity, exists whether we believe it or not. It doesn’t matter whether you believe contraception is a matter of conscience, whether women have a ‘right to choose’, or homosexual relations are equally valid to those of traditional heterosexual families, or whether the ‘morning after’ pill is OK for teenage girls, you’ll still suffer from the Iron Law of Population, an Objective Moral.Law.
With the UN and the Media thinking that large scale immigration is necessary to overcome the problem, the government is pushing it too. Creaming off the trained manpower of developing countries is virtually a new slave trade, as some have called it. It may prop up our society in the short term, but it doesn’t.stop.it.dying.
One government policy, conspicuous by its absence, is to reverse the decline in births, which is somewhat strange because it was the fall in births which produced the demographic crisis in the.first.place.
Attitudes have produced deadly ideas which, in turn, produce severe consequences. Contraception, sterilisation, abortion, and homosexuality all have negative effects on births. The consequences will be the death of the societies which believe in them. 
These deadly ideas have infected most people in Britain because they are not seen as deadly ideas, but as beneficial and necessary for human happiness. Many Catholics in the ‘70’s were pleased to hear of a different diluted catholic faith which allowed them to think ‘I’m still.a.Catholic.’
Is there worse to come? Yes! We now have the great rise in heterosexual AIDS plus other STD’s such.as.Clamydia.
The Iron Law of Population is an Objective Moral Law which points us to the True Faith. The Catholic faith’s moral do’s and don’ts are, and have always been, in accordance with the Objective Iron Law of Population. If any clerics do not teach according to these underlying moral absolutes, they are, as the jargon goes, part of the problem, and not part of the solution. The doctrines reflect accurate social policy, science, a true understanding of the reality of human beings, societies, and how they work, and survive in practice. As such the Catholic Faith can reasonably claim to be the rock of civilization. This further reinforces Our Lord’s mandate - ‘Thou art Peter - and on this Rock I will build my Church, and the gates of hell will not prevail against it’. (Mt.16:18)

AN ERROR WHICH NEEDS CORRECTION.

On Sunday 15th June, Trinty Sunday, the Catholic Printing Company of Farnworth issued a backing for parish newsletters which seemed to infer that Catholics must always receive Holy Communion under both kinds. It quoted Our Lord’s words telling the Apostles to eat and drink, but this was addressed to His priests who do receive under both kinds.  It also quoted a statement by Pope Gelasius I, d.496, who, in order to protect the Church from the Mannichees, who abhorred wine, urged communicants to receive under both kinds. The fact that this statement was needed shows that this was not common practice in 5th  century Rome.  When the threat was over things obviously returned to normal and we find St Thomas Aquinas explaining in the 13th century that the custom of giving only the Host to lay communicants was motivated by practical considerations. In 1415 the Council of Constance condemned the Hussites for claiming it was sacrilege to receive only under one kind and the Council of Trent in its 21st session,1562, stated clearly in Canon 1 that anyone who says the faithful must receive under both kinds is anathema and in  Canon 2  that anyone who says the Church has erred in allowing the laity to receive only the Host is also  anathema. As it has been the custom world-wide for centuries for the laity to receive only the Host and as it is still is in many places, including the Diocese of Rome, we can be assured it is not a sacrilege.  After all, informed Catholics know that Jesus Christ is truly present, whole and entire under either kind alone. This does not mean that it is wrong to receive Holy Communion under both kinds. Nine or ten years ago the bishops of England and Wales obtained special permission to allow this in our country as an ecumenical gesture. But nor does it mean that you have to receive under both kinds as this mis-leading statement.claims.

“BANISH THE DARK CLOUDS”

Truth is under attack as never before, not only by society but even from within the Church.  As the Catholic Church was founded precisely to teach the Sacred Truth revealed by God when He became Man and to teach it in full to each successive generation until the end of time, this apostolate is essential to its Mission. The Church cannot survive long in any country where it fails to revere and pass on  Sacred Truth for, as Albert Einstein warned many years ago,“Tribal Wisdom can be lost in one generation”.  We have now failed to pass on the Truth to several generations  and there is no doubt it has been largely lost and ignorance of the Faith is rampant.

The false catechesis given in so many of our schools and parishes over the years is largely to blame but a false ecumenism which puts ‘unity before Truth’ is also responsible.  Now there is a new threat.  Since the Sept 11th  atrocities the whole world has, understandably, been in dread of terrorist extremists who are prepared to commit suicide to further their cause.  Unfortunately this has led to a fear of ‘fundamentalists,’ as those of us who believe religious Truth with real certainty are called, and we are portrayed as a danger to society even though we openly strive to love others as we love ourselves. 

The media has described those who are certain they have the Truth in such terms for some time but recently I heard a Catholic Bishop addressing youngsters about to be confirmed  and warning them against too much certainty about the Faith.  He claimed that people who think they have the truth are the cause of many of the problems in the world and he urged them to demonstrate their Faith only by kindness, helpfulness, etc.  Obviously one hopes these young people will practice the corporal works of mercy but the bishop must realise that many of those belonging to man-made faiths - or to none - are kind and helpful too so that alone is not enough.

All of us who are confirmed should be  ready to witness to our faith at every opportunity and always be ready to explain our beliefs and answer questions about them, with love and patience.  This is not forcing our beliefs on others, which is impossible, but following Our Blessed Lord, the Apostles and myriads of Saints down the ages bringing the Light of the World to those still in darkness.  We should also follow the Holy Father who constantly brings the Truth to the attention of the world in his Encyclicals and Apostolic Letters.

Unfortunately these teachings are usually ignored in this country so it falls to us, the laity to make sure they are implemented.  As you will have seen, the latest Encyclical on the Blessed Sacrament, Ecclesia de Eucharistia, which is discussed on pages 1 and 2,  addresses several abuses common in this country which need to be corrected  from the pulpit.  Unless the Bishops instruct their priests to preach on them they could be allowed to continue in spite of the Pope’s directives.

This is where we come in.  We can each ask our own parish priest to mention the Encyclical over several weeks covering one point each week.  I see eight important teaching points which you could list for him to cover from the pulpit.

 For instance, in Section 61 the Pope insists that young people must be given the full  Church teaching on the Blessed Sacrament.  If they don’t get this in school they must hear it in church and it won’t harm  older people to hear it too. The sacrificial nature of the Mass is stressed (S.11) and, in S 36 we are to be reminded that before receiving holy Communion “one must first confess one’s sins when one is aware of mortal sin”.   The Pope also reminds every Catholic of their obligation to hear Mass every Sunday (S41)  and he emphasises that “it is unthinkable to substitute for Mass ecumenical celebrations or services of common prayer” in S 30.  This section also stresses that “the Catholic faithful…. must refrain from receiving the communion distributed in (non-Catholic) celebrations.”

The importance of the priesthood and the priest’s unique position in “persona Christi” is carefully explained in S.29 and in S.25 the Holy Father extols “the worship of the Eucharist outside of the Mass”  None of these teachings are new.  Indeed by quoting the Council of Trent and saints of previous times like St Thomas Aquinas and St Alphonsus Ligouri the Pope demonstrates that they are in conformity with the continuous teaching of the Church down the ages.   They are being repeated now “to banish the dark clouds of unacceptable doctrine and practice “ which have developed in recent times.  However these dark clouds will only be banished if we insist on the clear directives in Ecclesia de Eucharistia being proclaimed from our pulpits.

We have received a wonderful gift from the Pope in this Encyclical.  Now it is up to us to see  good use is made of it.

IS THIS THE WAY AHEAD ?

Throughout the country small groups are, or have been, meeting in parishes to plan for the future.  In Arundel and Brighton diocese this exercise was called Preparing Together and six thousand people contributed their ideas on everything from parish structure and purpose, adult education and family life to liturgy and ecumenism.

A booklet has now been produced listing the results of this wide-spread consultation.  It contains a message from Bishop Kieran Conry, who suggests we should first  “ focus particularly on liturgy “ starting in Advent 2003.  To guide us in this the Bishop says that “A parish that is that is truly alive to its evangelising mission will have a lively, inspired and inspiring Sunday Mass.”  Sadly, he doesn’t say a prayerful, reverent Mass which will bring us closer to God, where as the Holy Father says in his recent Encyclical, “in the presence of this Mystery …the heart clearly sees the response that is demanded and bows low in adoration and unbounded love.”  No, we are to have lively Masses.

The booklet shows lay people ready, even eager, to participate in running the parish and asks that clergy should “enable laity to fulfil their vocation within the parish.”  “There must be clear guidance on decision making processes” for them, and the questions are asked “How is the laity to be accountable?  To Whom?”  It seems to have been forgotten that the priest has a vocation to run the parish, while the lay person’s primary calling is to be a beacon in the home and workplace.

Various ministries are discussed including a “Ministry of Welcome,” apparently especially important at funerals, but sadly, nothing is said about the Holy Father’s reminder in Ecclesia de Eucharistia about the unique nature of the priesthood, or that the priest is a “gift which the assembly receives through episcopal ordination going back to the Apostles.”  However, the parish priest is not to be entirely overlooked.  We are reminded that, “ Care needs to be taken to ensure that the priest remains a central figure in our communities, loved, respected and supported..” but, of course, not allowed to interfere with the lay people running his parish.

This is a revolutionary departure from traditional Church practice.  The 1983 edition of Canon Law, Can.536, section 1, stipulates that only “if, after consulting the council of priests, the diocesan bishop considers it opportune, a pastoral council is to be established in each parish.  In this council, which is presided over by the parish priest, Christ’s faithful…give their help in fostering pastoral action.”  Section 2 emphasises that, “This pastoral council has only a consultative vote.” 

So, unless we are going to change rules which have been tried and tested worldwide, the parish council can offer advice, but any “decision making” will be done by the parish priest, and undoubtedly the laity are accountable directly to him. As the desire  “for opportunities to pray, reflect,and become more informed about Scripture and the teachings of the Church stood out among the replies, perhaps we should start with this Church teaching which puts everything else in perspective.

If, on the other hand, we are going to change the structure of the Church and re-write  Canon Law, why shoulds we stop at the parish?  What is good for the parish must be even better for the diocese.  So why don’t we appoint a council of successful business men and women, professional people, bank managers, company directors, etc to run the diocese.  They would probably do it far more efficiently, maybe even cutting down on the expensive bureaucracy which seems to grow as fast as the Mass attendance falls.  Communications and public relations would almost certainly improve.  Surely, too, people who run successful businesses would do something about our constantly failing catechetical establishment. No secular firm would continue using teams of people whose outdated methods and faulty textbooks have, for over thirty years, produced such consistently bad results.  A fresh approach, ready to learn from dioceses abroad where the use of sound R.E. textbooks has resulted in Catholics leaving school faithful to the Church, to stable marriages and also to plenty of priestly vocations, can only help in our present tragic situation. 

A team of mature professional men and women would also have the confidence to strive for the best without bothering about whether other dioceses were following the same path or not.  Indeed a little healthy competition might be a good thing.  It would mean that parishes with a growing attendance at Sunday Mass, good numbers at weekday Mass and plenty regularly at Confession, would be encouraged to share their good practice with failing parishes.  All this would result in more souls being saved, which is what the Church is primarily about.

Naturally, we would not let the bishop feel too sidelined.  He would still be “loved, respected,etc” and once a year we would wheel him out to confirm the youngsters.

I am, of course, only joking.  We cannot really change Church structure at either parish or diocesan level.
